Public Consultation on West Warrington Primary Care Developments (Item No. 42 Refers)

The Committee noted the correspondence and leaflet from the Warrington National Health Service Primary Care Trust. The letter explained that leaflets had been sent to every household in the west of Warrington and public places such as supermarkets and libraries with the purpose of consulting outline proposals for developing primary care and the options for building a new health centre in the west of Warrington.


Two options were given for consideration:

Option 1
A small modern health centre which would replace the current Chapelford Primary Care Centre and provide the same type of clinical services.

Option 2
A large state of the art health centre that would provide some services to the whole of west Warrington and would also include primary healthcare services currently provided in Chapelford and it was

Resolved that the Clerk write to the PCT to seek confirmation on whether parishioners who live in Burtonwood who were currently registered with a practice in a neighbouring authority would be able to register with this new practice and to write to the three practices situated in Burtonwood to ask for confirmation that these new services on offer would be available to their patients also
