Police Sgt. J Buckley reported on the following items and issues: -

Councillor J Joyce reported on sightings of scrambler bike riders in Gorsey Lane, and a suspicious white van in Clay Lane, Burtonwood. Councillor J Joyce also reported on the nuisance of youths gathering outside the half way house in Burtonwood until early hours of the morning and it was 

Resolved that the Clerk write to the half way house proprietors to request that this matter be investigated
Councillor T O’Neill welcomed the initiative of the Police Constable of putting extra staff “on the ground”. The Committee noted that the traffic management order had been drawn up and was now proceeding regarding Joy Lane. Councillor O’Neill also passed information to Sgt. Buckley regarding a van that was reported to be used to transport unlicensed motor vehicles around.
Councillor T Rogers-Smith reported on youths riding motor cycles causing a hazard to pedestrians on Cromwell Avenue. 

Councillor T Cross reported on youths gathering on the foot bridge at the end of the Kingswood Estate. It was noted by the Committee that stone throwing and verbal abuse at pedestrians had taken place.

Councillor P Wilde reported that the Co-op store in Burtonwood had been selling alcohol to youths aged 18/19 who were purchasing it for underage youths.

Councillor P Hamel requested information regarding the 2 Akito Dogs that had been seized by the Police. It was noted by the Committee that the owner had been summoned to court and the animals had been humanely put to sleep.

Gulliver’s World (Minute C29 Refers) 

The Committee noted that a Statutory Noise Nuisance Abatement Notice had been served on Gulliver’s World with regard to noise levels from The Runaway Train. 
It was reported that the;-

· notice would come into effect in 28 days
· the appeal period would be 21 days 
· the ride would continue to be used on a Saturday and Sunday, and during the half term week at the end of October 
· the park would close for the winter after the Firework Display on the 6th November 2004

· the measurement point for the noise levels would be in Beecroft Close, this being the same distance from the ride as to the nearest resident’s garden

· the terms of the notice specified a reduction in the noise levels measured within certain parameters; this did not mean that the noise from the ride would be inaudible in the gardens.  The noise of patrons screams will not be within the remit of the notice

· approximately three weeks before the park re-opens in Late March 2005 further testing will be undertaken to assess compliance with the notice

The Borough Council confirmed that they would be in regular contact with Gulliver’s World to assess progress and the manufacturers had assured that they had begun trials on methods of quietening the ride.
