C120.1
The Chairman welcomed Sgt Buckley and the Arncliffe Drive area Parishioners to the meeting, the Parishioners and Councillors raised the following issues:


Arncliffe Drive Residents

1. The residents reported that since the last meeting of the Council their problems had decreased slightly. 

2. Young children and older youths were still causing a public nuisance.

3. It was reported that on occasions the gangs were smoking, drinking, swearing and relieving themselves in and around the area.

4. The Parishioners wanted the assurance that the current Police presence in the area would not diminish.

1.  Councillor Joyce reported on incidents, Kinnock Park where youths had been damaging electricity cables and 55 Haley Road where youths had broke into a void Borough Council property causing damage and using the house has a drinking den, it was noted that these matters had been passed on to the Police and the Borough Council.

2. Councillor O’Neill again expressed concerns over the Phipps Lane Industrial Estate, it was noted that the owner had disregarded many letters and complaints. 

3. The Councillors expressed a need to arrange a multi-functional meeting, to include both members of the Police and Fire Service.
