St Helens and Warrington Primary Care Trust (PCT)


The Chairman welcomed Tracy Steward representative of St Helens PCT and Nicolas Arnstrong representative of Warrington PCT. The representatives submitted to the Council the following details:-


Warrington PCT – PMS Chappleford Surgery


Currently Approximately 2000 patients – the list has now been closed, but will reopen in the future.

Opening hours have not changed.

The services available were; baby clinic drop-in session on Mondays, midwifery and antenatal on Wednesday afternoons.


Warrington PCT – Westbrook Medical Centre


Currently Approximately 10500 patients



The Centre had recently started to close once a month on a Thursday PM for protected learning time. 

The services available were; physio, psychotherapy, smoking cessation, minor ops, baby clinic, antenatal, midwifery and dietetics.

St Helens PCT – Dr Rahman and Partners (Branch Surgery)

Currently Approximately 2000 patients


Recently the Branch opening hours has been brought in line with the main surgery.

The same services that are offered at the main surgery are available at the branch.

St Helens PCT – Dr James and Partners (Branch Surgery)

Currently Approximately 1600 patients


Recently the Branch has started to close on a Wednesday afternoon.

All services are available apart from chiropody and baby clinic, which is on offer  at, the main surgery.

Sgt. Joanne Buckley was in attendance at the meeting, she reported on the following items: -

1. Staff restructuring, that the team would be getting and extra member before the end of the year.

Councillor O’Neill also reported on the long-standing problem regarding the Phipps Lane Industrial Estate. 2. Councillor J Joyce reported about a complaint that he had received regarding a local resident who was reported to be supplying alcohol to a group of youths and that the numbers gathering in the area were increasing. 

3. Councillor P Hamel reported on the serious issue of Gypsies within the Parish area. The Council noted that he had met with the Acting Chief Executive of the Borough Council to forward the matter who had in turn met with Superintendent P Thomson. Councillor Hamel had been inundated with complaints from residents and shop owners.

4. Councillor D Earl reported that a group of youths had been throwing items over the fence of Mr and Mrs Parker, 9 Castle Green, but the Police had not been notified.

5. Councillor J Guthrie reported on the issue regarding several burnt out cars within the area. The Council noted that the Police had to be made aware and that these incidents were to be reported immediately.

6. Councillor B Cawley updated the Council regarding the serious assault that he had sustained. He reported that nothing had been done to apprehend his assailant and that this experience had left him with no faith in the Police Force.       

7. Councillor J Joyce reported on a very serious issue concerning a young lady, when this matter had not been attended to within two days, it was noted that Councillor  Joyce personally reported this incident to Superintendent P Thomson.
