The Parish Councillors were unhappy with this news as this would have a detrimental effect on the area which had seen some improvements over the last year.  

Adrian Wildman (Butts Green Residents Committee) attended the meeting to voice his concerns over the proposed play area on Kingswood Green, he reported that the Butts Green residents did not want this scheme to go ahead as it would encourage vandalism and anti social behaviour. 

Councillor T Rogers-Smith said that she would have to disagree as she was a member of the Kingswood Residents Committee and that most local residents would welcome the scheme, she then invited Adrian to attend their meeting to express his views.
It was further noted that petitions for a play area had been forwarded to the Parish Council and many local residents had lobbied for some time for such an amenity.

Councillor T O’Neill reported that the leaflet local residents had received was just a very draft plan, it was noted that further public consultation would have to be completed before the application was put before the planning Committee of the Borough Council.
